In line with the new Governance Guidelines for Local Development Companies the community directors of the Partnership will be elected as follows in 2009: 
· 4 directors will be elected through the local ‘Action for Equality’ network in early May.

· 4 directors are nominated by the Galway City Community Forum. 
· Community Directors may serve a term of 3 years following the AGM of Galway City Partnership in May 2009.
If your group wishes to seek election to the Board of the Partnership, you must be a registered member of one of these fora.
Action for Equality will hold a special registration and information meeting on Tuesday 21st April at 10.00am in the boardroom of Galway City Partnership. Registered groups must have their nomination forms submitted to Galway City Partnership by Friday 24th April 2009.  
Action for Equality Community Elections will be held on 5th May 2009.
