12 week course covering - Working in a Care Setting; Diet & Lifestyle; Communications in a Care Setting. Course leading to Care of the Older Person Fetac Level 5.

Make-Up and Hairstyling – Fetac Level 4

12 week course covering - Using Colour; Creative Media; Design Idea to Completion; History of Make-Up, Hair and Fashion.

Train the Trainer – Fetac Level 6
12 week course covering - The Role of the Trainer; Devising a Training Programme; Delivering a Training Programme; Workshops and Group Facilitation; Assessment & Evaluation.
Courses are free of charge and will be in various locations in Galway.

Entry criteria – female and unemployed living in Galway City.
